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Worship at TBT 
 

 Our movement is called Reform and not óReformedô because we recognize the value of ongoing change that is  
predicated on a search for a meaningful connection to what we do and why we do it.  We continue to look for new 
ways to lift our spirits, connect with God, and live an active, meaningful Jewish life.   
 

 TBT seeks to fulfill this mission as a sacred community.  Our worship services, education curriculum and program 
offerings all are directed at helping our members find joy and purpose in the rituals, traditions and wisdom that  
Judaism has to offer. 
 

 Cantor Neff and I have been working with the Religious Practices Committee to better align our worship services with 
the demographics of our congregation, especially related to children.  We seek to insure that we are, to the best of our 
ability, meeting the spiritual needs of an ever-changing and diverse congregation. 
 

 With these values in mind, we are pleased to share with you a few changes in our Shabbat Evening Services to begin 
after the High Holy Days that we believe will better meet the needs of our children and their families.   
 

 Family Service 
 

 The 7:30 pm Family Service will continue to be held the first Friday night of each month.  The format will have our students in grades 3-7 and their 
families in mind, although we believe that all who are inspired by music that comes largely from the NFTY youth movement will find this worship  
experience to be uplifting.  The service will be led by Rabbi Beal and Cantor Neff and include our talented musicians who will add their talents along 
the way, bringing us the beauty of guitar, drums, piano and other instruments.  This service will be approximately one hour long and will fulfill school 
service attendance requirements for all students. 
 

 Jr. Congregation Service 
 
This year we will add a 6:45 pm Junior Congregation service the third Friday of every month, which will be followed by an 8:00 pm service.  This  
worship experience will be geared towards grades 3 and younger and their families and will rely heavily on the music and prayers we teach on  
Sunday mornings to help connect our younger congregants with the joys and riches of Jewish worship.  The service will be led by Rabbi Beal and 
Cantor Neff, who often will be assisted by older students invited to help lend their musical talents and utilize their knowledge of prayer.  This service 
will be approximately 40 minutes long and will fulfill school service attendance requirements for students in grades 3 and younger only.   
 

 Please note that Jr. Congregation will replace Tot Shabbat on our calendar for the coming year.  Thanks to the overwhelming success of our  
Bagels-n-Blox program, our youngest congregants age 3 and younger have a wonderful avenue to connect with the joys of Jewish music, movement, 
arts and crafts, and other creative outlets.  Please reach out to Juliet Barr if you are interested in learning more about Bagels and Blox.  And let me 
take this opportunity to offer heartfelt thanks to Ruth Schlanger, who has volunteered her talents and creativity at Tot Shabbat for many years,  
bringing many smiles to the faces of our children, and to Rachel Spitzer and Melissa Schlanger who volunteered as Ruthôs assistants and brought an 
extra measure of joy to Tot Shabbat. 
 

 We will continue to offer Shabbat evening services at 8 pm on Friday nights (other than the night of Family Service) and 6:30 pm services on the 
Friday nights of holiday weekends.  Congregants of all ages are welcome at each and every service.   
 

 Meaningful change is a core value of Reform Judaism, and yet we recognize that there is a need to move slowly and with great care if we are to best 
meet the needs of a diverse and large community.  Please know that clergy and the Religious Practices Committee will be working together during the 
coming year to review the times of all of our worship services and their ócontentô to determine if there are additional changes that may benefit TBT 
going forward.  Broad feedback will be sought from the congregation to guide us. 
 

 We hope that our congregants will find that the changes we will make for the coming year will enhance your worship experience.  We look forward to 
sharing many joyous, uplifting moments with you in prayer and song.
